	· House teams used to inspire pupils. We had local Team GB 2024 Olympic Bronze Medalist – Louie Hinchliffe – in to deliver an assembly, showcase his bronze medal and race RC & pupils on the yard. This has led to 6 new pupils starting athletics lessons at the EIS. 

· KRS have continued to make a great impact on our SEND learners from our ARC provision. They have delivered sessions to accommodate needs and built positive relationships with trust.
Further use of external providers has been the use of workshops delivered whole school; Excel Martial Arts, Drapers Dance school, RUFC Community Trust

· Pupil attendance at inter-school competitions/ events has remained high despite the loss of our trust sportshall use: 100% of all KS2 children attended an event. All pupil groups – SEND, EAL, Disadvantaged, all aligned in the opportunities provided. 
· New facilities and access to field ensure this is sustainable, as we can host our own events more regularly when the weather permits.
